Born in the early 1320’s into a family of Anglo-Saxon origin, John Wycliffe is commonly regarded as the father of Lollardy. The Lollard movement in England arose from frustration at papal supremacy and wealth. A precursor for the protestant faith, Lollardy became popular in the early 15th century. Wycliffe’s version of the bible, which he translated from Latin to English, was very popular with the middle and upper classes. However a failed attempt to over through the King in 1414 saw Lollard leaders tried as heretics. Their bid to be recognised as a major religious movement had failed and although Lollardy did not die out all together it was driven deeply underground.

Gifford Station:
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In 1933 the last passenger train left Gifford station. The service, which in the 1920’s boasted passenger numbers of over 4000, now received around a quarter of that. After the station closed in 1948 it remained open in use as a goods depot and by 1968 the station had closed completely. Now in the 21st century there is little evidence left to suggest there was a station at all on the site, as the buildings have been demolished and the track is overgrown.
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
